Fitness Classes 
 
Yoga Yoga sessions run for six weeks and starts Tuesday and/or Thursday 

May 12th and 14th. The cost for the class is $30 for residents and 
$35 for non-residents.  

 
Tai Chi The class is offered for six weeks on Thursdays from 1:30 to 2:30 

p.m. starting April 30th. The cost is $39 for residents and $44 for 
non-residents. 

 
Aerobics 
 
High Impact  All classes are 8 weeks long and will be held from 6:00 – 7:00p.m.  

Classes begin on Monday, April 13, Wednesday, April 15, and 
Thursday April 16.  Students may register for one, two or three 
days depending on their fitness goals and weekly schedule.  The 
fee for a one-day session is $24 residents and $29 non-residents; 
two days - $34 residents and $39 or all three days - $44 resident 
and $49 non-resident. 

 
Low Impact   The class is ran on both Mondays and Thursdays from 9 to 10:00 

a.m. and consists of six week sessions with 12 classes. The cost is 
$34 for residents and $39 for non-residents and begins April 27th. 

 

Dog Obedience 
 
Puppy This class is for puppys six weeks to five months old and 45 

pounds or less. Instructions include basic commands such as sit, 
come and stay. Classes are on Fridays from 6:00-7:15 p.m. and 
start March 27th. Cost is $39 for residents and $44 for non-
residents.  

 
Beginning  The beginner class offers basic commands for dogs five months  
   and older. The class is ran on Wednesdays from 6:00-7:15 p.m. 

or Thursdays from 6:30-7:45 p.m. starting on March 25th or March 
26th. Cost is $49 for residents and $54 for non-residents. 

    
 
Advance  This class expands on beginner instruction further. Dogs will learn 

behaviors involving distance, duration and distractions. The class 
is ran on Wednesdays from 7:30-8:45 p.m. or Thursdays from 
8:00-9:15 p.m. starting on March 25th or March 26th. Cost is $49 
for residents and $54 for non-residents.
