NCl 6s Wor k On Behalf

Although the year proved challenging due to the economy, under
the remarkable leadership of Chairwoman of the Board Kim Bak-
ker, NCI remained very active in our advocacy efforts on be-

half of North County . Some 2010 projects and initiatives that NCI
has been involved with this year on behalf of our members include:

e The Great Streets Initiatives : Collaborating with the City of
Normandy, the University of Missouri-St. Louis on an East-West
Gateway Council of Governments
project, conceptual design and a future land use plan along the
Natural Bridge Road Corridor. Great Streets projects are designed
to improve economic development opportunities and multimodal
transportation throughout a corridor in order to spur revitalization.

e METRO: Over the past year and a half, NCI has worked closely
with METRO officials to ensure services being provided to the
North County area were sufficient and the best they could be
based on budgetary constr ai
encouraged the passage of a tax increase to fund METRO
services. North County residents use these services to get to jobs
and we have the highest ridership outside of St. Louis city. We
have several large employment hubs in North County whose work-
force relies heavily on METRO services. Keeping people
employed and able to access resources such as doctors and
grocery stores is an important factor for neighborhood stabilization.

Census: Working with our municipalities, we did extensive out-
reach to increase awareness about the importance of participating
in the Census. We know that in the past our communities were
undercounted costing our schools, local governments, healthcare
providers and other community services millions of federal dollars.
For every person not counted, it costs our community approxi-
mately $12,000 over 10 years. Our efforts, along with others in the
community have made a difference.
